	An overview of all LPs, singles, maxis, CDs, videos, DVDs, sessions, 
TV and radio performances, files, bootlegs and tapes:

If I had known what this really meant to me, I would probably have started it anyway!
The start happened in 1996, that was 12 years after my first Nits concert in Zürich, Switzerland. 
I first heard some Nits songs between Work and Omsk. I know, it's a long time ago, but I think, Ruedi Fehlmann (then owner of a famous record store) gently forced me to listen to a band he was very fond of, THE NITS. And then came Eric Facon‘s tape with his selection of their best songs up to that point. It was OK, but didn't impress me as earth-shaking. I was converted like many others during my first Nits concert. Only a few bands turned me on enough to be interested in seeing them for a second time. I have attended more than 20 gigs (Nits, Nits solo) and each was fantastic in its own way. 

Although the former title "(The) Nits Discography" was replaced by various others, up to today's Nits Guide, the really boastful title from back then comes closer and closer to the claim of completeness. Nowadays would have been the moment to publish everything in book form, but in today's digital time...........
At this point, I would like to express my thanks to all who have supported me in this process, especially Ruedi, Clemens and Dennis.

Before you start with the file "(The) Nits 1974 - 2026", it's worth reading the following mini version of the “Instruction for use”.

Newly acquired information will be continually used for updates. All changed Entries will be listed at the end of each chapter in the "New Entries and corrections" corner. So there's no need to read the whole Guide through completely each time. 
NE = New Entry // A COR is a change that is so important for me that I list them and underline the changed parts. cor are minor things. You can live without knowing them....

When I started with the “Discography”, I received a lot of info where I couldn't verify the truth content, but a trick helped me to add an Entry or a part of it to the Guide anyway: It's especially marked with a "+", and I've kept it that way until today. "+" means that I do not have the associated LP, single, CD, DVD, TV/Radio broadcast, tape etc. in my collection, or I used info from Internet sites, mails, letters, etc. 
· Please use caution with such information!

The basic unit is the ENTRY. If a tape or file is available, each recording session (studio session / live performance / TV or radio show) receives a numerical Entry. This also applies to all sound mediums (LP, single, CD, DVD, …).
They are sequenced in absolute chronological order. (Therefore, I can easily add additional Entries (e.g., 033A, 033B, 033C. However, those who now think that e.g. 318AAB is not very clear, are certainly right!). Some Entries have an "A" because I don't have an exact recording date. And in 2020, I started adding a lot of setlists ((as an
important addition hopefully not only for me, even though in some cases I don't have a tape/file, but in most cases recordings simply do not exist!))

In contrary to the solo files, most sound carriers in the Nits file like LPs, singles, CDs, DVDs, have their own Entry and this creates a very close interrelationship between a song from the rec. session and all the releases. ((What is different in the solo files, I will briefly explain there.))


RT: 	Radio broadcast, available on a tape. (Nowadays it's - of course - a digital 	sound medium!)
AT: 	Audience tape: Recorded by a member of the audience with one or two 	microphones.
SB: 	Soundboard tape (taken from mixing desk)
AF ((former A-DVD)): Filmed by a member of the audience with one camera (-> 		YouTube, etc.)
PF: 	Professionally filmed. This doesn’t say anything about the quality of the recording. It just means it’s not a recording from a member of the audience.   
-M: 	Whether concert, TV or radio broadcast, I recorded these few things myself.
+AT/AF?:  On the setlist site there is practically never any indication whether the source were personal notes or an audience recording (audio only or filmed).


YouTube site (….): 
- YouTube site (2009): In most cases, the year in which the recording was posted is sufficient for me. Then I let the “YT title” follow, as best I can. It’s sometimes very important (for me) to find a film/clip/movie more easily in YT. Unfortunately, I didn't do that from the start….
- YouTube site (2009?): There was a  (short) time when the upload dates were partially covered or no more there, but with “17 years ago” an estimate was possible. 
	Sometime later YT corrected this “error” and so I could confirm or correct most of the dates with question marks so far.
- YouTube site (2009??): In the current YT offer, I can no longer find the film, but I'm sure it was in there at some point.
- YouTube site (????): I can't find anything on YT and in my notes anymore. (I would be glad if you could help me with this problem!))


The public broadcasting system in the Netherlands is really different to, for example, our Swiss system: In the files you’ll see abbreviations like NPO, VARA, NOS, MAX, etc. If you want to know more about it, you’ll find it in the Introduction/the longer version on site 12. And on page 9 a highly simplified summary of Dutch public radio and TV stations und the many name changes in the last decades.


Some of you have noticed that I’m writing Entry not entry, Discography/Guide not discography/guide, Essay not essay. Even if this is not necessarily grammatically correct, I want these words to be highlighted a bit.

			Songs 1-4, 23: Same tracks as listed in Entry 000C. But song 1 has no cut at 			the end, song 2 has a fade in and song 4 has a spoken words intro. Song 3 				with the same fade out. Listed as "I'm Talking About My Babe". Lead vocals 			and harp (??) by HH. Song 4: Lead vocals by MP and HH. Song 23: No fade 			in and the second slow part isn't missing.
Looking For A Friend, songs 6, 9, 15: 6: solo g intro, no p and bg during the song. 9: acg/dr-intro, 15: p, but no bvoc. Songs 7, 11: Both early recordings. With a different intro. Version 7 has a dominant acg, whereas version 11 has a better mix (-> later recording), a dominant eg and a fade out. Song 10: Lead vocals by AR. Was he the composer? Song 13: With female backing singers. With a fade out. Song 16: With a dominant wah-wah guitar. Most probably, the version from Entry 000C is identical. Song 17: Same version as the one on YT, but a different mix? The first few seconds are louder, etc. And after the fading out, the tape stops earlier. Song 18: Led by banjos. Song 26: A forerunner of Moonday.
			1974-1975: Rehearsals, sporadic concerts, home demo sessions with PT and AR as engineers with their equipment. They could use a club as rehearsal room and made demos in Henk’s new flat (Kattenburgerkade) and Henk's school (Lutmastraat).
		As all band members played in several bands for about ten years, they had some experience in writing songs. HH and MP came from the band Midas (Summer 1972 - May 1973). Songs 1, 4, 16, 22-24 were played live by Midas. So these songs were more or less ready when The Nits started. (For more songs by Midas - cover versions and HH/MP compositions, see Henk, Entry 1004!)
		Songs 18 and 26 are mentioned in the Nits book as examples for very early written songs. Song 17: Entry 142A - Arnhem 1988: Henk announced Telephone Song  as one of the first Nits songs ever written!
		Songs 27-32: I include these Nits compositions in this Entry, although they are not part of the tape. They're taken from a November 1975 setlist (see Entry 000D). I only listed the songs which were unknown to me (--> not listed in Entries 000A and 000C). The existence of home recordings is not known to me. Song 33: A song on its own, no fade in, no fade out. I have no idea where and when it was recorded.
	Songs 27, 28: Cover versions or Nits compositions?? Song 28: Might be Arthur Alexander’s ((and later on The Beatles’)) Anna (Go To Him) (A. Alexander) or John Denver’s Annie’s Song (J. Denver). New info (2025): Unluckily “Annie” has nothing to do with songs by A. Alexander or J. Denver. The recording quality of an audience tape is so poor that I barely understand a word -> maybe a Nits composition?
Songs 29-32: The later entitled medley Dancing Girl-Red Cat is a mix of three or even four songs. The uncredited middle part consists of two parts: "Hey White Boy" and "Vunke Music" resp. “Funky Music”. Vocals by HH, MP and AR. This medley is different: The first part is a song taken from the Midas period, the last title was later on changed to Red Cat. 
Alex Roelof’s archive files: File RtR 23/songs 5-14 -> In the Guide: 000A/songs 1-10. ((AR and PT recorded lots of songs with their own equipment. AR has original sound carriers and copies in his collection: Cassettes ((MC)), reel tapes ((RtR) and 2 CD-Rs.
Unlike tapes/cassettes, where the songs are tied together seamlessly during live recordings, in the digital age these are (sometimes!) individual songs, but then in most cases, nothing important is missing.
AR’s archive files: RtR 25/1-16 ((no songs are listed!)) -> 000A/11-26. ((For an explanation of the depiction/presentation and the numbers, see above.)) 
((Song 16: AR’s archive files: RtR 25/6 -> 000A/16.))
AR’s archive files: MC 2/5 -> 000A/33. ((For an explanation of the depiction/presentation and the numbers, see above.)) 
	YouTube/Prugs site (2021): Song 17. Same version as the one on Alex’ file, but a different mix? The first few seconds are quieter, etc. The YT file is longer, BUT intro and outro without music are really longer. So the songs have the same length. (“Nits . “Telephone Song” . Demo Version . 1975”.)

		Thanks to Dennis’ book, former Entry 001A with 48 songs is now history! ((At the end of this chapter, after Entry 049, there’s a copy of ex 001A.))
		Dennis describes these 37 songs as pre-Nits album material, not recorded in a studio. I nearly took over his organization in “1974-76”, 1975-77”, “1977-78”, etc.
None of these songs (or versions of well-known songs) were ever officially released on record. So, in this Entry, the songs have - as exception - an alphabetical order. 
		Songs 3, 5, 10-12, 20, 21, 23, 24 released on CD-R “Demos & Opnames” with demos, out-takes and live recordings, prob. compiled by AR. Songs 5, 11 are incomplete. Songs 10, 12, 21, 24 probably complete. Song 23 with an official fade out.
		Nits Archive Tapes, Vol. 21a ("Nits LP Demos 1977/1978") and 67 ("Nits LP Demos 1977/1978, part 2"), with songs 1-8, 10-16, 18-25, 27, 29, 30, 32-37. Another tape (Vol. 21b) with songs 7, 13, 14, 18, 32 offers the same versions. Songs 5, 11, 16 (?) are incomplete. Songs 10, 12, 21, 24 probably complete. Song 23 with an official fade out.
      	All songs with "….." are not officially released. Titles of songs taken from different sources: Lyric sheets, Archive tapes, setlists, written on tape boxes, an announcement in concert(s), books, letters, mails, etc.
Some songs have different, alt., early or wrong titles: Song 1 also known as “On Your Own Again”, “On Your Own In The Rain” and "Nancy Girl", song 2 as "You Know Me", song 3 as “Boy, You’re On Your Own Again”, song 4 as “Brand-new Day” (right spelling), song 5 as “Hear Me Calling”, song 8 as “Common” and “Come On Baby”, song 9 as "Danger Zone!", song 11 as “Distant Lovers”, song 17 as “Joan (Is She Riding)”, song 20 as “Looking For A Punk”, song 21 as “Loudspeaker” and "Loud-Speakers", song 22 as “Windows”, song 27 as “Don’t Know Why”. Songs 31 and 32 are quite similar to the Tent version, but listed with early titles: "Take A Piece Of My Heart" and "Piece Of My Heart". Song 36 is a forerunner of song “Harrow Accident”. 
Following notes taken from former Entry 001A:
Song 6: At the end with a short rap! Song 12: Starts in with the famous Honky Tonk Women riff. And Del Shannon's song has the same title, but it's a different song. Song 17: Most probably the same as the version listed in Entry 000A! Song 19: On the single version, "Moonday" is the first uncredited part of Looking For A Friend. Here, there's a gap between the songs. It’s a demo or a studio out-take. Song 20 is the so-called punk version, followed by "happy birthday to you". If this wasn't a live recording, The Nits never got a live sound like this in the studio. Songs 29, 33 and 37 are not taken from an acetate or the singles with bad sound. They are significantly different to the released versions. Therefore, they were recorded as demos in 1976 resp. 1977 or are out-takes from the studio sessions (See Entries 002 and 004A). Song 35: Twice on the Archive Tape 21a, but it’s the same recording. Song 36: Early version of Harrow Accident. Written in 1975 or 1976 (see next Entry). In January 1978, they played at the Paradiso, Amsterdam. The song was part of the set, listed as "Went To The Sea". On a July gig , it wasn't played (see Entry 011). Around this time, it was re-written and recorded in early 1979 (see Entry 013).
Songs 20, 21, 35-37: Downloads on Nits-files site.
	Songs 1, 2, 4, 7, 10, 11, 21, 25, 27: No live versions on a tape or other home/studio recordings available.
		Notes taken from/inspired by Dennis’ book:
Songs 9, 26: Only lyrics available, but part of a January 1978 setlist. Song 16: Different longer take. Song 19: As a short unconnected “intro” to Looking For A Friend, "Moonday" has identical lyrics, but it’s more or less a solo performance by HH. Song 28: Rehearsal of the outro by HH and RK. Late 1976/early 1977. HH: p, MP: eg. Joined at the end by RK. Song 30: LP version with a piano, demo with a keyboard backing. Song 31: Only HH and MP.
There’s another MP song: “Back To School Again”. No tape is available and no date is given, but according to the lyrics, it seems to be from this period.
More songs from that period: Made To Love (P. Everly) ((aka “Made To Love (Girls, Girls, Girls)”), Magnolia (most prob. J.J. Cale), “…. Boys” ((ev. Shoeshine Boy (G. Rafferty) (, “Right Now”, “Problemsp…” ((most prob. Problems (B. Bryant, F. Bryant).
AR’s archive files: RtR 25/6 -> 000C/17. ((For an explanation of the depiction/presentation and the numbers, see Entry 000A.))
AR’s archive files: RtR 28/1 -> 000C/20. ((For an explanation of the depiction/presentation and the numbers, see Entry 000A.))
MP’s archive files: CD 1/16 -> 000C/28. I should have known better: I didn't write anything down about MP’s files for a very long time, or only a few things. By the time I thought it was important, it was too late. Maybe I'll do it later……

Songs 1, 16, 31, LP version: These four songs have similarities, but also clear differences. Three have a fade out, a very slow and “endless” fade out, the fourth has a clear ending. RK is “counting” in the song: 1-3. Whistling and guitar back in the mix,  Song 6: No sound problems. RK is “counting” in the song: 1-3. Whistling and guitar back in the mix, but it gets louder in the end. So now let's take a look at the five files:

Song 11: Also known as “So Hard To Say No”, and  “So Hard To Go”. (Written on the original tape.). HH on piano, with a drum machine. Download on Nits-files site. Song 13: Home demo by MP, made in the early 80’s. Songs 14, 15: Instrumentals. Both with a fading out. Song/version 15 with a better mix. It’s 1 min. longer. Otherwise identical? Song 16: For a general intro, see song 1. Songs 16, 17, 19, and Dark Room are on a reel-to-reel tape. Song 16 is listed as "The Footprint”. It's quite similar to the LP track. About the same length. For me without the strings and - as a bad joke - the vocals are very quiet. Song 17: Listed as “Sun In An Empty Room”, the early song title. An instrumental. A bit shorter than the LP track. Songs 18-20: Listed as “Work”, the song title until the LP title was changed to………. Work. Song 18: The longest version, and it’s an early one. A home recording? Among others without dr and bg. Because of the many new Entries, I got the idea a long, long time ago to renumber the Entries in the previous chapters, i.e. to eliminate the many As, Bs, Cs.
That’s why the chapter 1986/1987 now has Entry number 139A at the end. But now the jump into the following chapter comes to the old numbering 090A.
From today's point of view, that was very daring. It’s only clear that today ( = 2023) for various reasons I will not do something similar under any circumstances........

What could be closer than asking the two Swiss if they … and they came! AS’s stones only were in Amsterdam for a short time, I think in the fall of 1991. When AS and FH arrived in Amsterdam, they met at the Werf a TV crew who filmed everything, which is why they can be seen in the Ting Docu, especially AS’s explanation (in German!) how to use the stones. Cello on songs 1-7, 9, 16, 23, 24 by Dieuwke Kleijn (7 not mentioned in the booklet). Bass on songs 1-7, 9, 21(?), 23(?) by Martin Bakker (7 not ...). Percussion on songs 1, 3, 5, 9, 18, 20, 21, etc. by Peter Meuris; violin on songs 16 and 23 by PM. (Song 23: Only song with a guitar). ((Accordion on songs 7, 11 and 24 by RJS.)). Backing vocals on songs 3 and 9 by Lieve Geuens. Song 7: Sounds like Cars & Cars, part 2. Lead vocals on song 8 by RJS.
Songs 7 and 24 are instrumentals. According to the booklet, song 14 aka Saint Louis Avenue. On the other hand, the occasional spelling “S.L.A.” is simply wrong.
Song 24 is based on an instrumental of song 20, especially the stones are very similar. Was released on a +French promo CD single (COL SAMP 1691) with songs 20 and maybe 25, which is  the alt. take with the Amsterdam Saxophone Quartet. It's said that the promo was given to the first buyers of Ting in France. Song 26 shown in a +MTV special. Version with different lyrics. Song 36 is the official backing track. Broadcast in the BBC show “Coast The Other Day” in Nov. 2005. 
The Ting Documentary, broadcast on 2nd Oct. '92 (NOS), features songs 28-35. All are nearly complete, “messed up” by interviews. Interviews with all Nits members. All songs were played without extra musicians, except song 32: Perc. by Fritz Hauser. Not esp. mentioned as songs are the rehearsals with the stones. Song 35: Mixing session with PT and HH, sitting behind the mixing desk. Songs 26 and 28 might be identical. An alt. title for song 34 is “The Room Upstairs”.

I conclude from this that, contrary to my assumption, the recordings were broadcast by both stations, and that, as already suspected, they must be recorded earlier on. First the discussion with youngsters with the title “Live aus dem Schlachthof”, then the band's concert with the title (?) “Live aus dem Schlachthof in Concert”. So could it be that Nits were playing first dA dA dA and In The Dutch Mountains ((perfect choice!)) from this Entry (identical (?) with Entry 229) in a special break during the 45-minute long discussion, and afterwards the concert began. In the telecast, the concert was pushed further back. In our Swiss newspaper of 25th April, the programme of BR was also listed: 00.00 - 00.45 the concert, then the closing news. So I wasn't wrong with my guess that I started my recorder at midnight! And on the screen the BR sign was visible.

Had Frankfurt his own Schlachthof stage? Why wasn't it not broadcast by HR?? ((I don’t think that BR and HR could telecast a show simultaneously as they both were a part of ARD!))
New info (2022: see above): The source situation is imprecise and contradictory. And I would have to check if Frankfurt actually appears in the logo. The co-operation with Frankfurt took place from 1986 to 1994. First it was aired from the Schlachthof, then from the Südbahnhof with probably the former name Schlachthof in the title/logo. Only now I have looked in the Nits’ tour list: Frankfurt, 21st and 22nd April, Tilburg, 23rd April (see next Entry), Leeuwarden, 25th April, and no Munich! Since the halls are not mentioned, it’s speculation whether it was recorded in Frankfurt or Munich, whether the 25th April, my former Frankfurt date - listed on my VHS tape, is a mistake or a broadcast date, whether my tape is a re-broadcast by BR, whether ..... So I changed hall and date, but is that any good?
New info (2024): In our newspaper of 25th April the following was announced for B 3: On 7pm, the discussion ((with Nits??)) starts and will last one hour and 15 minutes. The subject is “fear” and the location is Frankfurt. At midnight, part 2 starts, this time with the Nits, and only with the Nits. After 45 minutes, it’s fading for the late news. Yes, that's it. A year ago, for reasons of time, I decided to be much shorter on new Entries.
In a way, I actually did it so. But if something particularly interested me, I stuck to the old rule -> “rules are there to break them”. So I did it that way: It turned out that I did it especially in the Nits chapter. In the solo part, I sometimes cut back a bit. Sometimes I didn't have time, didn't feel like it or whatever, but sometimes it became like before -> I will continue like this. As a reminder again the text of 2022:
“Thanks” to Covid and the extra time it provided, I was able to postpone the following restriction by two years, but now I have to put my cards on the table: I have to limit myself and can only continue in a much shorter form.
Except for short new Entries, most others will now contain the well-known “ + ”. I work with keywords and can’t take care of the details anymore. 
There is no plan yet. I’m just going to start and then a good pattern will come out.
(In 2022 and the following years, there are of course a lot of news/corrections to be added to Entries earlier than 2022. If possible, I would like to continue to make them as detailed as usual.).
